Introduction 
Homemakers for America has compiled this booklet of information for anyone who seeks to start a local 

community group that supports and promotes Liberty.  You can do this one of two ways.  One, you can 

use the information in this handbook to form your own group and simply use the information provided 

as a model, or two, you can form a group under Homemakers for America.   

 

If you decide to start your own group separate from Homemakers for America you may call your 

organization whatever you wish, but you may NOT use the Homemakers for America name or logo, or 

any content specifically related to Homemakers for America,  in your name, on your website, social

If, however, you decide to form your group under the umbrella of Homemakers for America you will be 

expected to follow the mission, purpose and goals of Homemakers for America and can use the HFA 

name and logo on all your literature and communications.  You will also have the direct support of 

Homemakers for America to answer questions and provide guidance and support when needed while 

forming, and operating your forum.

We do ask that if you start a Forum or Liberty Group outside of Homemakers for America that you let us 

know the name and contact information for your group so we can include it in our network and on the 

HFA website so people visiting our site can see what groups are available in their community. 

 

× What is the purpose of a Forum? 

The purpose of HFA forums is to provide support, education and information on a local level to 

the citizens in your community.  The forums can be set up in various ways but we have outlined 

a basic format for forming and operating the forums that is proven to be effective.  The 

information we have provided in this booklet is the result of years of research and experience.  

We have spoken with other groups to define what has worked for them and then, we formed 

our own group as a model and then through trial and error, our own experiences, and the 

experiences of others, we were able to  create this fine-tuned model for starting and operating a 

local group. 

 

There are several things you can include in your meetings, and various formats you can choose 

from but the basic model is the same.  We have included that model as well several options and 

ideas for you to choose from as you start and run your own forum.   We hope you find this 

information helpful.

× What is a Homemakers for America Forum? 

An HFA Forum is a group of women that meet locally under the guidance of Homemakers for 

America to provide support, share experiences and promote the principles of liberty through 

education, guest speakers and other activities that inspire a love of Country and encourage 

women in their efforts to become informed, active citizens in their communities, state, and 

nation. 

 

While social networks on the internet are a wonderful tool, nothing beats meeting in person.  

That is the goal of the forumsτto provide local, in person support to the women in our 

communities. 

 

 

Starting an HFA Forum 
Once you decide to start a HFA Forum in your area several questions come to mind.  How do I start the 

group?  How do I get the word out?  Where do we meet?  Is there a cost?  If so, how do we pay for it?

you may think and before you decide to throw your hands up in the air and decide the task is just too 

big, remember that where you walk, others have walked before and you will be surprised at the support 

you will receive from others.  But it takes a leader to get the ball rolling. 

 

One thing we have learned along the way is that finding people who are willing to follow is not at all a 

problem, finding leaders is the real challenge.  You have already taken a big first step and we are here to 

help you.  You can learn from our experience and will all learn from each other. 

 

The fact that you are reading this proves that you feel  a deep-seeded need to do something, you feel 

like you need to get involved; you feel a strong desire to fight for your country and the future of your 

children. Well there are hundreds of people who feel just like you and they are just waiting for someone 

like you to pull them all togetherτand we assure you, if you build it, they will come! 

 

REQUIREMENTS: 

Homemakers for America has certain requirements for forming under our umbrella.  We have listed 

them here.  Except for these specific requirements, you are free to run your group how your see fit.  

Each group will be influenced and guided by the needs of their members and the unique issues and 

circumstances of their own communities.  Therefore, each group, though they follow the same general 

model, will have their own uniqueness.  This is your group and you should make it what you and your 

members want it to be.   

 

 

All forums who organize under the umbrella of Homemakers for America are required to: 
a. Name the organization based on your State and town or community with Homemakers 

for America at the beginning of the name.  For example: Homemakers for America Ohio 
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Dayton Forum.  The name can be shortened to HFA Dayton Forum but for official 

purposes such as mailing, website signatures, business cards etc, the full name should 

be used. 

b. Operate under the mission, purpose, and goals of Homemakers for America 

c. Communicate with HFA Headquarters at least twice a year to update us on the progress 

of your group 

d. Be willing to share your ideas and experiences with other groups around the country 

e. Provide web address if you have a website and any general information on your group 

so we can post it on the Homemakers for America website and make it available for 

those who come to our site and are seeking a local group  

f. If you start a website, the HFA Logo should appear prominently on the front page of the 

site. 

g. Notify us immediately if you discontinue your forum or there is a change in the forum 

leader/president so we may keep our website up to date with current information 

h. All Forum Leaders/Presidents will be expected to join Homemakers for America.  The 

dues are just $5.00 a year.  Members of your group may join HFA if they so desire.  

Though it is encouraged, it is not required.    

 

 

Each group will be responsible for: 

¶ Choosing their own leaders 

¶ Deciding the format of their meetings 

¶ Choosing what events, if any, they will host 

¶ Overseeing the organization as a whole 

¶ Choosing the issues you will address 

 

Communication Network 

The most beneficial part of forming your forum under Homemakers for America is the Network.  

Our goal at HFA is to provide HFA members, Forums, with the most comprehensive resources 

available and on a local, state and national level.   We are currently seeking individuals who will 

serve as representatives for their state and work directly with HFA to keep us and you informed 

of issues within your state such as bills in your state capital, budget issues, etc.  These Reps will 

be trained by us and will work directly with the HFA Forum Leaders in each state to provide 

strong communications and efficient support to the Forums.  Creating this Reps will ease the 

burden of those serving on the national level of HFA and ensure that Forum leaders receive 

prompt attention and guided support. 

 

For those who are seeking a Forum or group in their area, a section of our website will be 

devoted to the Forums.  In this section of our website we will include, by state, the list of all 
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groups and Forums in each state as well as their contact info and website.  This will allow 

visitors to our site from all over the nation to find a support group in their own community. 

 

In additions to this HFA also has an extensive list of support organizations nationally and within 

each state that we continually add to.  We have spent years building up a support network that 

includes groups in various different areas from NRA to Right to Life and everywhere in between.  

If you have a question about a certain issue, are looking for speakers for you meeting/event or 

would just like to get more information for yourself or your group, we will connect you with the 

person(s) or group that can help you.  We may not know all the answers but we usually know 

where to find them.   

 

We also have an extensive list of history performers from puppeteers to re-enactors, you would 

be surprised at what is available to you.  Whether you are hosting a Constitution Day Festival or 

just a fun afternoon for the kids in your group, this list is invaluable and every day it gets bigger. 

 

The greatest part of this network is that connects with you with HFA Forum leaders all over the 

country to share ideas and experiences to help inspire each other and create bonds that will 

last a lifetime.   And no matter where you will go in America, there will always be someone in 

the network to welcome you. 

 

 

Frequently Asked Questions 
 

How do I start an HFA Forum? 

Starting a Forum is as simple as calling us and saying you want to start one.  From there, we will 

schedule a training session and get you started on your way. 

 

How do I find a Forum in my area? 

If you are interested in joining a Forum in your area you can visit our website and see what groups are in

 Please check back frequently as we will be continually adding and updating as new Forums are 

organized.    

 

Does Homemakers for America charge a fee to start a forum?   

No.  Homemakers for America charges no fee for Forums or members of the Forum to start or operate 

the Forum.  We do however, encourage Forum members to become members of Homemakers for 

America directly through our website or by calling us so we can provide the benefits offered through the 

national organization as well as access to the national network. 
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Where do we meet? 

There are several places within your community where you can meet at no charge.  Of course you will 

need to choose a location based on the size of your group.  Almost every public library has a meeting 

room which is open for public use.  You just need to call reserve the room.  Other options are 

community centers, government buildings (such as city council rooms, board of education meeting 

room, etc), community clubs (such as Kiwanis or American Legion), and local churches.  It is best to 

choose a church where one of your members attends as there is usually a fee otherwise.   

 

Another option is businesses within your community.  Do not assume businesses are not an option 

because simply because they are a business.  You would be surprised at who supports your efforts and it 

never hurts to ask.  We had a local owner of a Holiday Inn who let us use the meeting room in his hotel 

free of charge because he was in support of our efforts.  Also, it is often a benefit for them in that it 

gives the business an opportunity to promote their facilities by allowing you to use them.  You can also 

negotiate with businesses for advertising.  That is, if you have a website, you can offer to advertise their 

business on your site in exchange for a meeting room at their place of business.   

 

HFA is a non-profit organization and as a Forum organized under HFA you have the benefit of our non-

profit status for HFA sponsored events.  However, you are your own entity and therefore will need to 

retain your own non-profit status if you decide to collect money or find you need a C-3 or C4 letter from 

the IRS for your operational purposes.  More detailed information can be found on this in the Policy

I always encourage people to be creative and think out of the box.  The possibilities are endless.  You 

should always assume the answer is yes until you get a no.  When you are looking for a meeting place, 

consider every building an option.  You will be surprised at what you may find. 

 

Note: Some facilities may try to deny you a meeting space claiming that we are political group.  That is 

absolutely not the case.  We are non-profit, civic minded, education organization.  Our mission and 

purpose are clearly outlined.  This is absolutely NOT about politics. (see our definitions on politics and 

civic responsibility in our policy section on page 15 of this handbook for further clarification) 

 

What do we name our Forum? 

In effort to keep things simple and limit confusion, we require that all Forums organized under the 

umbrella of Homemakers for America use the HFA name and define their group name by a particular 

geographical region.  Some examples are: Homemakers for America Ohio Dayton Forum.  The name can 

ōŜ ǎƘƻǊǘŜƴŜŘ ǘƻ ǎƻƳŜǘƘƛƴƎ ƭƛƪŜέ IC!

We would be happy to assist you in the creation of your logo if you so desire.  If you decide to design 

your own we have the logo artwork we can send to you via email. 

 

What do we do at our meetings? 

This is completely up to you.  We have provided a basic format and program suggestions for you in the 

Meeting Format section on page 8 of this handbook.  Please review our Nuts and Bolts section for basic 

information forming group and running the group meetings.  Also, please feel free to call us if you have 

any questions. 

 

Nuts and Bolts (organizing your group) 

The following information is being provided as a guide in organizing and operating your group.  Please 

refer to the Policy section on page 15 of this handbook to acquaint yourself with the policies, 

philosophies and legal parameters associated with forming and operating a Forum under Homemakers 

for America.  Please feel to call us anytime for clarification.  Your questions help us improve our 

structure, training and information and your input is greatly appreciated and highly encouraged. 

 

FORUM LEADERSHIP: 

In our years of experience in leading groups we have compiled a list of basics to consider when 

organizing your Forum.  First, it is very important that leadership is established within your group.  

Individuals in your group will gravitate to a leader and they will expect there to be a leader or group of 

leaders with defined responsibilities.  This will also help you to more effective and not feel like you are 

doing everything.   

 

A good leader is not someone who knows everything and does it all, but one who knows who to call on 

and can identify those who know how to get the job done.  Just ask any business coach and they will tell 

you, a good CEO is not a person who knows how to do every job in their company, but one who knows 

every aspect of his company because he has hired good, qualified people to run it and report back to

who knows how to do what you need done and then allow them to do the job.  
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A good example would be if you decided to create a website for your forum but had no idea how to how 

to do so.  It would be highly inefficient to spend hours of frustration trying to build a website with no 

experience whatsoever, when there is someone in your Forum who has built several websites and is 

willing to donate their time to building one for the Forum.  We each have our own talents and abilities.  

Some are meant to lead and some are meant to build websites.  We need take advantage of the 

resources available to us and find out who has talents and expertise they are willing to share.  Again, you 

will be surprised at what you may find. 

 

BASIC LEADERSHIP STRUCTURE: 

We suggest you use one of the following three basic leadership structures for your group. 

 

President   Group Leader    Co Director 

Vice President   Asst Leader    Co Director 

 

You can add other positions as you see fit.  For instance, if you are going to be collecting money, you will 

need someone to be responsible for accounting for that money.  You can assign that responsibility to 

the President or Vice President or you can designate a Treasurer position for that purpose.   

 

You may want to have a secretary for recording purposes, or to oversee membership.  You can also add 

an Education Coordinator, Volunteer Coordinator, Events Coordinator.  Each group will have their own 

individual circumstances and will need to create their leadership positions and committees based on 

their needs.  There is no universal answer that is right for everyone.   

 

Once you have decided your leadership format we encourage you to outline the specific duties and 

responsibilities of those leadership positions.  Below is an example using the President/Vice President 

structure.   

 

PresidentτThe president is the presiding authority of the organization and conducts all 

meetings.  The President is responsible for promotion of the Forum and community 

outreach which includes connecting and coordinating with other organizations and groups 

in the community and making the Secretary aware of any community events that should be 

added to the Calendar.  The President is also responsible for overseeing the Legislative 

update information for meetings/website/and email alerts.  This includes staying up to date 

on public policy issues, candidates running in the local community for election and any 

community or local government issues that need to be passed on to Forum members for 

informational purposes. 

 

Vice PresidentτThe duties of the VP include, conducting meetings in the absence of the 

president, publicity and education.  Publicity responsibilities include promoting events open 

to public, finding ways to increase membership and meeting attendance through expanded 

awareness of the Forum and their activities.  Education responsibilities include overseeing 

all educational presentations and programs through the Forum such as planning and 
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organizing Making of America Seminars, Four Minutes with the Founders series, Principle of 

Liberty Presentation and any other educational programs hosted by the Forum. 

 

TreasurerτThe Forum Treasurer is responsible for collecting all money, all fundraising 

activities, keeping accurate accounting records and reporting on budget at meetings as 

required. 

 

SecretaryτThe Forum Secretary is responsible for building a membership data base, 

maintaining membership records, and operating/maintaining the Forum website which 

includes keeping calendar items up to date and sending email notifications of upcoming 

meetings and calendar items

MEETING FORMAT 

Though there are several different things you can include in your meetings we suggest a standard  

format which includes: 

 

Welcome 

Announcements 

Education Spot (5-10 min) 

Meeting Activity (such as guest speaker) 

Announce next meeting 

Adjourn 

 

This is a very basic format.  What you do at your meetings is totally up to you.  You can have a guest 

speaker at each meeting, you can use the meetings as a book club, you can host seminars and history 

presentations or you do a combination of all of them.   

 

For your convenience we are including a sample agenda from the Ohio Dayton Forum in this section of 

the handbook. 

 

Basically, we begin our meetings with a welcome which includes welcoming guests, the Pledge of 

Allegiance and recitation of the Preamble to the US Constitution (which we include on each printed 

agenda as not everyone has it memorized), then we go through any announcements we may have.   

 

Following the welcome portion of the meeting we have a legislative update where we present any 

information we have become aware of that our members would like to know about such as votes in the 

Statehouse or resolutions presented by our community.  Sometimes the updates are quite lengthy so we 
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will print them up, send them out through email and/or post them on our website to keep this part of 

the meeting under 10 minutes.   

 

Following the Legislative update we have a 5-7 minute presentation on one of the Principles of Liberty 

from the book The 5000 Year Leap.  This presentation is assigned to a different member each month and

was already done within the year.  Other groups do this but assign the principle to be covered.  It

The bulk of the meeting is reserved for our guest speaker or planned presentation and then we 

announce the next meeting and adjourn.  ²Ŝ ŘƻƴΩǘ ǳǎǳŀƭƭȅ ƘŀǾŜ ǊŜŦǊŜǎƘƳŜƴǘǎ ōǳǘ ȅƻǳ Ŏŀƴ ƛŦ ȅƻǳ ǿŀƴǘΦ  

You can assign different people each month to bring them so no one person has to do it every time.   

 

We make sure the entire meeting never goes over an hour and a half and plan accordingly.  Sometimes 

we have two speakers and split the time between them.  We always give them time limits so they know 

how much time they have. 

 

The sample agenda (including times) is as follows: 

 

Welcome (including the pledge and Preamble this usually takes about 5-7 minutes) 

 

Pledge of Allegiance 

 

Recite Preamble 

We the People of the United States, in Order to form a more perfect Union, establish 

Justice, insure domestic Tranquility, provide for the common defense, promote the 

general Welfare, and secure the Blessings of Liberty to ourselves and our Posterity, do 

ordain and establish this Constitution for the United States of America. 

 

Legislative Update (5-10 minutes) 

 

Principle of Liberty Presentation   (5-7 minutes) 

 

Guest Speaker or Presentation (40 minutes) 

 

Closing Remarks   

 

Announce Next Meeting   

 

Adjourn   
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HOW OFTEN DO WE MEET? 

This is totally up to you but we suggest once a month.  Of course you can add other activities and 

meetings as you see fit.  For instance, one group who shared their plan with us said they meet twice a 

month.  On the second Tuesday of each month they have a regular meeting where they have a guest 

speaker or presentation and on the last Tuesday of each month they hold a book club meeting.   

 

Each month the group leader(s) choose a book and invite everyone in the group to participate.  At the 

end of the month they have a book club meeting with refreshments where they discuss the book and 

the concepts and things they learned.  While there is a core group of members in their whole group 

members are able to pick and choose which meetings and activities they will participate in each month. 

 

Other groups hold monthly meetings and twice a year hold a Making of America Seminar or other event 

in lieu of their regular meeting.  As we said, how often you meet and how you do it is totally up to you 

and your group.  The best thing about the HFA Network is that you can share ideas with other Forum 

leaders and that is always the best source of information since they are all running groups just like you. 

 

HOW LONG SHOULD OUR MEETINGS BE? 

Meetings should be kept to an hour and never more than an hour and a half unless you have a special 

class or presentation you are hosting and you have alerted members to the change. 

 

 

CONDUCTING A MEETING 

Regardless of your meeting format and organization you will need specific guidelines for conducting

which is the standard and time-tested way to conduct meetings.  It is used in government meetings,

MEETING CONTENT 

As already stated, there are several things you can do at your meetings and it is all up to you.  Here are a 

few suggestions from other groups. 

¶ Film Screening (you can choose a particular film to show for the meeting and have popcorn and 

refreshments.  If it is a film that is available for sale, you can have copies available and sell after 

the viewing.  This is something we did for the film A More Perfect Union (which you can

checked into all viewing and copyright laws and get any authorizations you need, where 

applicable, for a group showing of the film. 

¶ Meet the Candidates Night (you can hold a separate event for this, hold it on your regular 

meeting night, or invite different candidates each month to introduce themselves as part of, or 

instead of, the Legislative Update portion of the meeting.  PLEASE REMEMBER THIS IS NOT FOR 

CAMPAIGNING PURPOSES.  IT IS INFORMATION ONLY.  If you have questions regarding this 

activity see our policy section and feel free to give us a call for any clarification.) 

 

¶ Guest Speakers.  Please do not allow yourself be intimidated at the thought of finding guest 

speakers.  While it is true that professional speakers usually charge a large fee, you would be 

surprised at the wealth of great speakers in your own community who are often just as 

informative and exciting, as the speakers on the national circuit.  In fact, you may have some of 

those professional speakers in your own area that would be willing to come and speak just for 

travel expenses.   

 

Many times authors will come and speak at no charge if you allow them to set up a table where 

they can sell their books.  The first place I would go is to the local groups in your area such as 

Tea Parties, 9-12 etc.  They will no doubt have a good list of suggestions.  You can also ask 

elected officials to come and speakτnot for campaigning purposes but just to speak as an 

elected representative.  We also suggest you check your local colleges and universities.  There 

are often authors who teach at colleges who are excellent speakers and have wonderful 

information.  Be careful in this area however, for most professors and instructors from colleges 

do not support the mission and purpose of HFA and dƻƴΩǘ ǊŜŀƭƭȅ ƭƛƪŜ !ƳŜǊƛŎŀ ǾŜǊȅ ƳǳŎƘΦ  {ǘƛƭƭΣ ƛǘ 

is worth looking into and we have found some really great speakers in our own backyard such as

out!  It was great.    

 

Churches and community organizations are another good place to go.  Check out our resources 

section for some organizations you can contact for help.  And of course, you always have the 

guidance of HFA and the support of our network.  We are currently putting together  a speakers 

list (by state and region) to help you but most of this information will come from you.  When 

you find a good speaker in your area or hear of a speaker you would recommend, send us their 

name and contact info and we will add them to our list.   

 

¶ Book clubs (we have had groups who have hosted a book club as their meeting and they would

GETTING the WORD OUT 

The first thing I would suggest you do is start a website.  It is not as difficult or costly as you may think.  

We cannot express the importance of this enough because it is very powerful tool in reaching people 

and keeping them up to date on your meetings and activities.  Instead of having to print up a flyer to 

promote your organization you can just print up business cards that have a great catch phrase and direct 

people to your website where they can find out everything they need to know.  It is much more cost 

efficient.  Of course, a website is only as good as its traffic and you will need to get to the word out to 

people to generate the traffic so here are some suggestions. 

 

¶ Start with who you know.  The best place to start is in your own inbox and your own circle of 

friends.  We suggest you send an email to everyone in your inbox who lives in your area and 

invite them to attend your meeting.   

¶ Local Media.  Depending on where you live and what media resources are available to you, you 

can have great success in the media at no cost.  There are community sections in local papers 

where you can list your event at no charge.  You can also contact your local radio station and 

send them information to include in their community announcements.  Not all radio stations do 

this but it is worth a try. 

¶ Churches.  Churches are an excellent place to promote your meetings.  If you are considering 

making up flyers this is where I would I spend the money and make the effort.  You will get the 

most bang for your buck by doing so. 

¶ Local groups.  It is the best interest of you and your forum to find out what groups are already in 

your area such as 9-12, Tea Parties, Liberty Groups, etc and connect with them.  Not only are 

they a good source of information and support, they are also a great opportunity for cross 

promotion.  You promote their events and they promote yours.   

¶ HFA Network.  Each day people come to our website seeking a local support group or HFA 

Forum in their area.  HFA will list your Forum on our website so those individuals will be directed 

to you.  We will also keep you aware of any new members or networks in your area that we 

become aware of so you can stay on top of those who have joined HFA or other groups that we 

have added to our network. 

¶ Community circulation.  Another good way to get the word out is to print flyers that can be 

posted at local libraries and businesses.  Most libraries have a community board.  Businesses will 

often let you display things like this as well. 

¶ Door to Door  This is a very proven method of communication with very positive results but it is 

also time consuming.  One group shared with us their door to door campaign experience.  They 

printed up colorful flyers to promote a Freedom Rally they were having in their community.  

They organized ten volunteers and split up their community and spent several hours during a 10 

day period going door to door passing out over 1500 flyers.  In the end they had over 500 people 
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at their event and decided it was well worth their efforts.  If you do decide to do this make sure

on the mailbox between the box and the flag or you can leave on their screed door. 

¶ Phone Tree  A Phone Tree is a great way to spread the word quickly within a specific group but it 

too is time consuming so we suggest pulling in as many volunteers as possible to split up your 

call list. 

 

COMMUNICATION 

We cannot stress enough how important it is that collect information.  Having a signup sheet at 

every meeting can help you with this.  Email addresses are a must.  Mailing is costly and phone 

calls can be cumbersome.  Emails can go out to everyone on your list at one time or to the 

specific individuals you are needing to communicate with.  When phone calls are needed we 

suggest creating a phone tree where several individuals split up the list so no one person is 

having to make all the calls.  Good communication is key to a successful group. 

 

HOW TO START A WEBSITE 

In this day of electronic communication it is very easy and not at all costly to form a website.  There are 

several places where you can get a free website. Free Webs is a popular site for this.  Google Sites is 

another.  These companies have several templates available to you and the html (computer code) is 

already plugged into the template so it is very easy for anyone to build one of these websites even if you 

have no experience at all in creating websites. 

 

You will have to pay for the domain name however, but you can do this for as little as $10.00 a year.   We 

use GoDaddy.com to register all our domain names.  They have been a very reliable company but there 

are many others.  We suggest when you register the name that you buy all the major signatures such as 

.com, .net, .org, etc so someone else doesnôt buy up the other names and cause confusion.  You usually 

buy all three of the main ones for $40.00 a year or less.  We also suggest you set up the account to 

automatically renew each year so you never have to worry about losing your name and IP address. 

 

Another way to communicate with members is to create a social network account such as on Facebook.  

Email groups are available with YahooGroups, Google Groups and other such companies.  You can also 

sign up for a Meet Up site at www.meetup.com to maintain meeting and easily circulate meeting info.  

You can also sign up for Twitter and other instant messaging groups.  Bottom line is, in todayôs 

technological world there is no end to the communication possibilities.  You just need to choose which 

one(s) you will use.  Happy hunting.

POLICIES, GUIDELINES & PROCEDURES: 

 

 Politics vs. Civic Responsibility 

Homemakers for America is a non-profit 501 C3 Educational organization.  We do not engage in 

politics.  We do however, strongly promote civic responsibility. (please see our definitions 

below) As a forum operating under Homemakers for America you are not legally allowed to 

endorse or promote candidates.  However, we strongly encourage you to get to know you 

elected leaders, the candidates running in elections and the issues on you ballot.  As such, it is

We also 

encourage all HFA Forums to get involved in their local elections by promoting voter 

registration, voter information and volunteering at the polls on Election Day to pass out voter 

guides.  Individuals are encouraged to support those candidates they personally endorse but as 

an organization, Homemakers for America nor its Forums may do so. 

 

Passing out voter information on candidates and issues at meetings for informational purposes 

only is allowed and encouraged.  For more information on this we encourage you to get involved 

in the Abigail Adams Project which is a voter information project created and sponsored by 

Homemakers for America.   

 

When Forum members enter the door of HFA meetings and events, politics and partisanship are 

left at the door and civic awareness and responsibility fill the room.  HFA meetings may not be

Important Definitions : 

 

Civic responsibility is that duty which every American has as a citizen of this country, to respect 

the law, be involved in our communities, safeguard the Republic, watch over our government, 

and seek out and elect good leaders to represent us.  Politics is the result of what happens when 

not enough of us fulfill  that duty.   

 

Politics is a product of pride, worldliness, and a lust for power and is the result of what happens 

when not enough Americans fulfill their Civic Responsibility. 

 

 

Non Profit Status 

HFA is a non-profit organization and as a Forum organized under HFA you have the benefit of our non-

profit status for HFA sponsored events.  However, you are your own entity and therefore will need to 

retain your own non-profit status if you decide to collect money or find you need a C-3 or C4 letter from 

the IRS for your operational purposes.     Generally, there are two main types of non-profit categories in 

the tax code.  One is a 501(c)3 and the other is a 501(c)4.  What you plan to do as organization will make 

the difference.  Meeting with an attorney who specializes in Non-profit organizations is strongly 

advisable. 

 

Here is some basic information you will need to know. 

501(c)4s are tax-exempt non-profit organizations. More specifically, according to the 

Internal Revenue Code (IRC), 501(c)(4)s are: 
¶ άŎƛǾƛŎ ƭŜŀƎǳŜǎ ƻǊ ƻǊƎŀƴƛȊŀǘƛƻƴǎ ƴƻǘ ƻǊƎŀƴƛȊŜŘ ŦƻǊ ǇǊƻŦƛǘ ōǳǘ ƻǇŜǊŀǘŜŘ ŜȄŎƭǳǎƛǾŜƭȅ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ 

promotion of social welfare, 
¶ "or local associations of employees, the membership of which is limited to the 

employees of a designated person or persons in a particular municipality, 
¶ "and the net earnings of which are devoted exclusively to charitable, educational, or 
ǊŜŎǊŜŀǘƛƻƴŀƭ ǇǳǊǇƻǎŜǎΦέ 
 

Comparing 501(c)3s and 501(c)4s  

501c3 and 501c4 organizations are very similar in many respects. In fact, any 

organization that qualifies for a 501c3 tax-exemption would also qualify for a 501c4. 

There are, however, important differences. 
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Non-profit status: 
¶ Both 501(c)(3)s and 501(c)(4)s must be run as not for profits. 
¶ Neither 501(c)(3)s nor 501(c)(4) earnings may benefit a private shareholder or 

individual. 
 

Tax-exemption: 
¶ Both 501c3 and 501c4 organizations are exempt from paying federal income tax. State 

tax-exemption status varies by state. 
 

Lobbying (trying to affect legislation): 
¶ 501(c)3s are limited in the amount of time and/or money they can put into lobbying. 
¶ 501(c)4s can do an unlimited amount of lobbying (but then become ineligible to receive 

federal monies like grants). 
 

Political campaign activity: 
¶ 501(c)3s cannot in any way support or oppose anyone running for public office, though 

they may be involved in political campaigns by way of non-partisan public forums, voter 
registration drives, etc. 

¶ 501(c)4s can engage in political campaign activity, so long as this is consistent with the 
ƻǊƎŀƴƛȊŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ ǇǳǊǇƻǎŜ ŀƴŘ ƛǎ ƴƻǘ ǘƘŜ ƻǊƎŀƴƛȊŀǘƛƻƴΩǎ ǇǊƛƳŀǊȅ ŀŎǘƛǾƛǘȅΦ 
 

Charitable Donations: 
¶ Donations to 501(c)3s are deductible to the full extent of the law. 
¶ Donations to 501(c)4s that are public entities (ie, state, local governments, volunteer 

fire stations) are deductible if they are used for public services. Donations to other 
501(c)4s are not deductible. 
 

Should your organization be a 501(c)3 or a 501(c)4?  

If you are planning on doing limited or no lobbying and no campaigning, then you 

probably want the 501(c)3 tax-exemption so that people can benefit from donating to 

your organization (unless you represent the state or a political subdivision thereof). 

However, if your organization will be doing substantial lobbying or any campaigning, 

you should form a 501(c)4. 

 

If you want the best of both worlds, you can have two separate but affiliated 

organizations ï one a charitable 501(c)(3) and the other a 501(c)(4). Many trade 

organizations lobby extensively on behalf of their members, but have an affiliated 501c3 

foundation for charitable giving.

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Introduction to Robert's Rules of Order 
What Is Parliamentary Procedure? 

It is a set of rules for conduct at meetings, that allows everyone to be heard and to make 

decisions without confusion.  

Why is Parliamentary Procedure Important? 

Because it's a time tested method of conducting business at meetings and public gatherings. It 

can be adapted to fit the needs of any organization. Today, Robert's Rules of Order newly 

revised is the basic handbook of operation for most clubs, organizations and other groups. So 

it's important that everyone know these basic rules! 

Organizations using parliamentary procedure usually follow a fixed order of business. Below is a typical 

example: 

1. Call to order. 
2. Roll call of members present. 
3. Reading of minutes of last meeting. 
4. Officers reports. 
5. Committee reports. 
6. Special orders --- Important business previously designated for consideration at this meeting. 
7. Unfinished business. 
8. New business. 
9. Announcements. 
10. Adjournment. 

The method used by members to express themselves is in the form of moving motions. A motion is a 

proposal that the entire membership take action or a stand on an issue. Individual members can: 

1. Call to order. 
2. Second motions. 
3. Debate motions. 
4. Vote on motions. 

There are four Basic Types of Motions:  

1. Main Motions: The purpose of a main motion is to introduce items to the membership for their 
consideration. They cannot be made when any other motion is on the floor, and yield to 
privileged, subsidiary, and incidental motions. 

2. Subsidiary Motions: Their purpose is to change or affect how a main motion is handled, and is 
voted on before a main motion. 

3. Privileged Motions: Their purpose is to bring up items that are urgent about special or important 
matters unrelated to pending business. 

4. Incidental Motions: Their purpose is to provide a means of questioning procedure concerning 
other motions and must be considered before the other motion. 

How are Motions Presented? 

1. Obtaining the floor 
a. Wait until the last speaker has finished. 
b. Rise and address the Chairman by saying, "Mr. Chairman, or Mr. President." 
c. Wait until the Chairman recognizes you. 

2. Make Your Motion 
a. Speak in a clear and concise manner. 
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b. Always state a motion affirmatively. Say, "I move that we ..." rather than, "I move that 
we do not ...". 

c. Avoid personalities and stay on your subject. 
3. Wait for Someone to Second Your Motion 
4. Another member will second your motion or the Chairman will call for a second. 
5. If there is no second to your motion it is lost. 
6. The Chairman States Your Motion 

a. The Chairman will say, "it has been moved and seconded that we ..." Thus placing your 
motion before the membership for consideration and action. 

b. The membership then either debates your motion, or may move directly to a vote. 
c. Once your motion is presented to the membership by the chairman it becomes 

"assembly property", and cannot be changed by you without the consent of the 
members. 

7. Expanding on Your Motion 
a. The time for you to speak in favor of your motion is at this point in time, rather than at 

the time you present it. 
b. The mover is always allowed to speak first. 
c. All comments and debate must be directed to the chairman. 
d. Keep to the time limit for speaking that has been established. 
e. The mover may speak again only after other speakers are finished, unless called upon by 

the Chairman. 
8. Putting the Question to the Membership 

a. The Chairman asks, "Are you ready to vote on the question?" 
b. If there is no more discussion, a vote is taken. 
c. On a motion to move the previous question may be adapted. 

Voting on a Motion: 

The method of vote on any motion depends on the situation and the by-laws of policy of your 

organization. There are five methods used to vote by most organizations, they are: 

1. By Voice -- The Chairman asks those in favor to say, "aye", those opposed to say "no". Any 
member may move for a exact count. 

2. By Roll Call -- Each member answers "yes" or "no" as his name is called. This method is used 
when a record of each person's vote is required. 

3. By General Consent -- When a motion is not likely to be opposed, the Chairman says, "if there is 
no objection ..." The membership shows agreement by their silence, however if one member 
says, "I object," the item must be put to a vote. 

4. By Division -- This is a slight verification of a voice vote. It does not require a count unless the 
chairman so desires. Members raise their hands or stand. 

5. By Ballot -- Members write their vote on a slip of paper, this method is used when secrecy is 
desired. 

There are two other motions that are commonly used that relate to voting. 

1. Motion to Table -- This motion is often used in the attempt to "kill" a motion. The option is 
always present, however, to "take from the table", for reconsideration by the membership. 

2. Motion to Postpone Indefinitely -- This is often used as a means of parliamentary strategy and 
allows opponents of motion to test their strength without an actual vote being taken. Also, 
debate is once again open on the main motion. 

Parliamentary Procedure is the best way to get things done at your meetings. But, it will only work if you 

use it properly. 
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1. Allow motions that are in order. 
2. Have members obtain the floor properly. 
3. Speak clearly and concisely. 
4. Obey the rules of debate.
